Activities enjoyed but not limited to on your cruise are whale, brown & black bear,  mountain goat, wolf, moose, sitka deer and other wildlife & several marine mammal viewing. We also offer kayaking and paddle boarding to either venture out in smaller groups or with a guide, glacier viewing of either Tracy Arm, Endicott Arm, Fords Terror, or both very up close. 
Other possible ports of call: Lake Eva, Hidden Falls, Hidden Falls Hatchery, Kuiu Island, Sumner Straight, Chatham Straight, and Frederick Sound are just of the amazing places you may see on your cruise. There is also crabbing, clamming, stream fishing, barbecuing, enjoying natural hot springs, beach combing, historical sights, forest hiking, beach, photography, visiting sea lion rookeries, lighthouses, and several majestic waterfalls.  If your group chooses to do a half day of salt water fishing please let us know in advance and we will set this up either on the first or last day of your cruise., This activity if requested is enjoyed close to Sitka. If your group desires to fish every day then we would recommend one of our amazing private fishing charters off the mothership. 
You will enjoy taking in the wild and majestic splendor at each turn as we cruise through the wild temperate rain forest of the United States largest National Forest, the Tongass. Our cruises and tours are tailored to your group’s desire and the boat is all yours for your private group. 
Our cruises include all meals and snacks prepared by our full time chef onboard, including wine with each dinner.  We can accommodate groups of up to twelve guests. On board you will find five guest cabins, three with private bathrooms and two cabins that have a shared bathroom. Each bathroom has a private sink, toilet, and shower.
The price of this cruise is $59,950. for up to 8 guests. Add $5,000 more per guest after that up to a maximum of 12 guests. 
There are good options of when to come. June, July and August are wonderful times of the year to experience Alaska!
On all of these trips there are opportunities for you to get up close and personal with Brown and Black bears feeding on the salmon streams and beaches, which you do not have the opportunity to do with larger companies. You will have no problem finding animals and adventure everyday.

Our crew consists of a Captain, a trained Alaskan Chef, soup chef, steward, and 2-4 crew depending on your trip.  We can cater to your dietary, allergy, and personalized needs to create meal options that you would like.  We offer full breakfasts and  lunches along with Hors D’oeuvres before each dinner for you to enjoy with your beer,  wine, or spirits that you have brought on board with you. YOUR VESSEL: THE ALASKAN HARVEST
BOAT SPECS: Originally built as a Tuna Boat for high seas, it rides comfortably while you cruise the inside passage.  We tore it down bare to the hull and revamped it into a custom built Alaskan Vessel, specifically to utilize space and comfort for SE Alaska. 
The Harvest has a running speed of 10-12 knots and has every piece of safety equipment imaginable: EPIRBS distress system, VHF radios, GPS, Satelite phone and internet,  Delorme satellite texting,  Energy Raft, Radar, Depth Sounder, and an AED. We also have life vests, fire alarms throughout the vessel. Bilge pump alarms, searhc lights, engine room and aft deck CCTV. Each skiff carries a crew member that has a 100ton or higher USCG license as well as trained in First Aid and CPR. They carry first aid kits, emergent kits with flares and VHF radios.  We also carry guns on shore for bear safety with our clients. You are in bear country with 1 brown bear per square mile and we choose not to take any chances with Bear Safety and arm ourselves, keeping you and yours safe.
Length of 80 feet. Width 32’
Maximum Guests: 12
4 guest cabins
4 bathrooms for guests,
3 decks, which are located on the upper bridge forward and aft, and the main after deck offering a swim step for comfortable transferring into smaller 16’-18’ boats (Skiffs) to explore the shorelines and many islands. Large enough to spread out offering a large main Salon and decks, while providing spacious private staterooms.  
The individual staterooms: PAPA BEAR, MAMA BEAR, and BABY BEAR are our main level staterooms each with a private bath  with hot showers. Each can sleep 1-3 people. Upstairs we have BILLY’S LOFT or WHALE TAIL which share a bathroom. And can hold 1-4 people.  All are Seaview cabins.  
NOT INCLUDED IN YOUR CRUISE:
Fishing License & King Salmon stamp if wanting to fish or set the crab pots!
RT Airfares to AK as well as your one way float plane ride to or from the vessel at the beginning or end of your trip, depending on which trip you take.  You will pay for your air charter directly to Ward AIr.  We would arrange your flights for you and tell you the details.  Guests who arrive late without their group may have to catch up with the yacht via float plane. A one way float plane ride out to or from the yacht (plan on approximately $400 per person) but is subject to change. 
Travel Insurance: We highly recommend it!
Gratuities for the crew:  Typically the standard is a minimum of 10% of your trip price.  This should be given to Captain Bruce in the form or cash or a check made out to Alaska Boat Cruises and will be distributed evenly amongst all the crew onboard. 

Any hotel and food costs associated with your stay in any one of the Alaskan towns before or after your journey onboard.
This is the first time in 30 years that we have had to add on a FUEL SURCHARGE since we have no idea how much fuel will cost in the coming years!  So anything over $4.00 per gallon of diesel or unleaded gasoline (used on the cruise) will be charged for the overage on the per-gallon price prior to departure. This will be based on how many gallons are burned during the trip, and we will give you a fuel usage and burn rate based on the number of days of your trip. 
This will be averaged per day based on a 6-day cruise in which we normally burn 900 gallons, and your additional costs with the routes that we take are based on 125 gallons per day. We know the routes, the distances, and the burn rates of the engine. 
Our standard prices have always been based on fuel costing no more than $4.00 and we have never in our history of cruises had to consider a fuel surcharge until now. 
 
FLIGHT INFO: Alaska Airlines (AS) services all three towns of Juneau (JNU) Sitka(SIT) and Petersburg (PSG), either directly form Seattle or Anchorage. Daily flights are available (1-800-654-5669). Delta Airlines also services Juneau and Sitka in the summer months.  Delta Airlines also flies into Juneau (JNU) and Sitka (SIT).
